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2010 – Overview 
 

 
 
 

 
 Fiscal year 2010 continued the forward movement generated in FY 2009.  FY 2010 saw an all-
time high of more files being opened and more dockets being filed.  Notices of Violation (NOV) surged 
this fiscal year, more than double the amount of citations written last year.  The violation of failing to apply 
timely for titles was down approximately 12% from the last year no doubt due to the extension of the 
expiration of the buyer’s E-tag from 20 working days to 60 calendar days. 
 
 11 sessions of Dealer Training Seminars (DTS) took place in 10 different venues. For the first 
time, an extra day had to be added to the schedule because of the demand in the Fort Worth area.  The 
total number of attendees over the last 11 years of DTS now extends to over 13,052. 
 

Use of the E-tag system became mandatory in October 2009 and consequently the issuance of 
buyer’s tags is up over 1.1 million. 

 
 Reimbursements to consumers as a result of mediation efforts by investigators and attorneys 
totaled over $224,817. 
 
 The over-riding event for most employees however was the transfer of four motor vehicle service 
divisions from the Texas Department of Transportation to the new Texas Department of Motor Vehicles 
(DMV).  The Motor Vehicle Division, Vehicle Titles and Registration Division, Motor Carrier Division, and 
the Auto Burglary & Theft Prevention Authority were all placed under the purview of a new nine member 
Department of Motor Vehicles Board.  The new Executive Director of the agency later reorganized these 
divisions and added more to bring the department to eight total divisions.  Standing up the new agency 
was an extraordinary challenge that is on-going but to the credit of the agency and its staff, the customers 
of the new DMV experienced a seamless transition. 
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Investigations Opened 
 

 

 
 A trend starting three years ago continues with an increased number of complaints received.  A 
shift towards more complaints coming from internal sources and other agencies is evident from the 
numbers.   
 
 With the backlog reduced and virtually eliminated this year, Enforcement was able to devote more 
resources to inspection of licensees and applicants.  This is reflected in the 41.5% increase in internally 
generated files. Consumer-driven complaints dropped from 43% last fiscal year to 28%.  This could be 
attributed to the increase of time given for the buyers tag from 20 working days to 60 calendar days.  This 
additional time has brought the Failure to Apply Timely for Title violation total down also.  Complaints from 
Tax Assessors and Collectors and other agencies have continued to rise, this year reaching 21%.

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“COUNTS” WITHIN COMPLAINTS FILED 

 
 The figures above represent files that were opened as a result of a complaint.  However, many 
complaints involved two or more actual allegations of violations.  For example there might be one file 
opened about a dealer not applying timely for titles.  In the course of the investigation more actual 
violations might be found such as inadequate or no records being kept.   Being able to identify the 
individual counts and other violations allows for more accurate reports on the type and number of 
violations being looked at, but also to better account for time spent on investigations.  In FY 2010, 
Enforcement opened 6238 files, which is an all-time high.  These files actually involved 13,512 alleged 
violations, twice the number of files opened.

 Looking at a total of 13,512 counts compared to the 9911 counts in FY 2009, 
figures show that handling titles still remains the number one problem though down 7% 
from last year.   This category includes: not applying for title timely, keeping open titles, 
and not having title when vehicles are sold.   

     The 13,512 counts within the 
files, title transfer problems are 
down from 25% to 18% of the total 
violations but still rank as the 
number one problem. 
 
     Premise violations rose from 
5% to 13% as more proactive 
inspections were performed.

 In the past 
advertising violations 
seemed to represent the 
primary issue for franchised 
dealers.  This year ad 
violations have dropped for 
the third year in a row to 
14% of the total counts for 
franchised dealers. Title 
transfer problems are now 
the number one issue for 
franchised dealers 
representing 33% of the

While the number of files opened on 
franchised dealers decreased 10% 
from last year, independent complaints 
increased 10%.

 Independents had a total of 
4198 files opened which contained 
9439 counts. Used vehicle dealers 
have historically had the highest 
number of enforcement complaints 
regarding title transfer problems.  In 
FY 2010 this figure dropped from 
24% in FY 2009 to 15%. The counts 
on Premises and Record violations 
came in at 2nd and 3rd place this 
fiscal year.

 There were 5324 investigative files closed in the FY 2010 as a result of the continuing clean-
up of old stale complaints an all-time high.   25% were closed as no violation found.  Of the 1310 files 
that were closed no violation 313 were proactive inspections.  The number of investigative files 
associated with dockets dipped slightly from 32% last year to 31% in FY 2009.  Inadequate Resources 
is a category that has continued over the years and is defined as a result in which the cost of pursuing 
the respondent would be more than the benefit gained.  

Looking at the 
history of closing 
files, it becomes 
apparent that the 
average per year 
of closing files is 
increasing. 
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HOW INVESTIGATIONS WERE CLOSED 
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      5324 Investigations were closed in FY 2010 within these files there were 12,710 counts of 
various violations.  45% of the counts were found to be no violation. Dockets were filed on 34% 
while 5% got warning letters.   
 

Looking at who actually went 
out of business in these hard 
economic times it seems to 
have taken its toll on 
Independents and 
unlicensed entities.  The 
franchised population seems 
to be improving over the last 
year. 
 
  In FY 2009 1123 
complaints were closed 
because the dealer had gone 
out of business before 
consumers could get any 
relief.  By comparison, FY 
2010 saw 597 files closed 
because dealers had gone 
out of business.  And as to 
be expected, unlicensed 
entity closures almost 
doubled.  
 

Looking just at counts within 
the closed investigations, one 
can see where almost half of 
the allegations were closed 
with a docket being filed

 After doubling in number in FY 2009 from FY 2008, the number of dockets filed in FY 2010 rose 

again 18%.  This is an all-time high both in written complaints received and number of dockets filed.

 The increase in the number of dockets files is a result of both more complaints, but 
also the fact additional resources have been added to Enforcement in terms of an additional 
attorney and several investigators.  These additional resources have allowed a faster 
scrutiny of current cases and a quicker turnaround in complaints received. 
 
 Of the 1788 dockets filed, there were 7359 counts of different violations.   Title 
transfer problems which include the number one violation of failing to timely transfer and 
record violations together represented almost half of the violations represented.

 Failing to timely apply 
for title was the number one 
problem alleged in franchised 
dealer dockets.  This violation 
represented 33% of those 
dockets filed against 
franchised dealers in FY 2009 
and that percentage has now 
risen to 47%.  The number 2 
violation for franchised dealers 
is record violations. 

The number of dockets 
filed each year against 
independent dealers 
remained fairly static 
until FY 2009 which 
saw a doubling in 
numbers from FY 2008 
to FY 2009.  The 
numbers increased 
again in FY 2010 by 
28%. 
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 The 1502 dockets filed against used vehicle dealers in FY 2010, contained 5406 alleged 
violations.   Number one problem for used vehicle dealers this past year has been retaining records.   
Title transfer problems remains at number two.

DEFAULTS & REPRRESENTATIONS AT HEARINGS 

In FY 2010, 256 dockets were closed 
in which hearings were held. Most of 
the dockets that do go to hearings end 
with default hearings in which the 
respondents do not show up, primarily 
because they have gone out of 
business by the time the hearings are 
held.  86% of hearings held were 
defaults. 
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The Notice of Violation (NOV) Process 
 
All the previous discussions and charts of investigations and dockets opened and closed include 

the NOV figures.  This section provides a detailed look at the NOV data independently.  
 
The stated purpose of the NOV is to have more of an enforcement presence in the field; address 

the more minor violations that were often neglected; alleviate some of the paperwork from the attorney 
staff; educate and stress to the dealer body the importance of following all the rules and enforcing those 
rules through a less expensive procedure; and, develop a more accurate history on dealer violations.  The 
fines range from $50 to $200 for minor violations.  An investigator also has the ability to write the dealer a 
warning citation. 

 
Once a citation is written, whether a warning or a fine, the citation is entered into the database as 

a historical item on the dealer.  A fine is treated similar to a docket and the dealer has all rights of due 
process including the right to request a hearing on the NOV.  Failure to return the Agreed Order attached 
to the NOV with the prescribed fine will result in a notice of a hearing setting on the citation being sent to 
the dealer.   

 
At the close of FY 2010 enforcement investigators had issued 546 NOV citations.  This is a 143% 

increase over the 224 issued in 2009.  These 546 citations represent 9% of the total investigations 
opened in FY 2010.  But this is strictly the number of citations issued.  The counts in the citations are 
more revealing.

For the last several years one-third 
of the citations closed were just 
warnings.  This FY 37% was 
warnings. 
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 In FY 2010 there were 729 counts in the 546 citations issued. One can see tags and plates 
violations take the number one spot edging out records violations which held the number once spot last 
fiscal year.  Lack of buyer’s guides came in third.

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Outreach Efforts 
 
DEALER TRAINING SEMINARS 
 
 In an effort to reduce the number of violations by licensees unaware of the laws, rules 
and policies that regulate motor vehicle sales and distribution, enforcement started an education 
program in 2000 known as the Dealer Training Seminar (DTS).  The DTS is presented at 
different locations each year throughout the state.  Last year MVD visited 10 different locations 
and presented a total of 11 days of instruction.  The free seminars are scheduled and located in 
such a manner that  every dealer in the state receives an invitation at least once every two 
years, ensuring everyone has an opportunity to attend and receive updates on changes to the 
laws, rules and regulations that affect the motor vehicle sales and distribution industry in Texas.   
  
 By the end of FY 2010, the total of attendees over the last ten years reached 13,052.  
Approximately 65% of attendees were independent dealers, 14% were affiliated with franchised 
dealerships, and the remaining attendees included tax assessor-collector staff, law 
enforcement, and other persons who may be considering becoming a licensee. 
 
 The program consists of the basic laws involved in operating a motor vehicle dealership, 
ranging from licensing requirements, daily operations, titling, taxes, financing and advertising.  
Speakers include staff from not only the enforcement section of MVD, but also from the Vehicle 
Titles & Registration Division of TxDOT, the Office of the Consumer Credit Commissioner, and 
the Texas Comptroller’s Office. 
 
 DTS provides an excellent opportunity to educate the dealer population that has no legal 
requirement to become educated, and gives the licensees an opportunity to meet MVD and 
other agency staff members.  Such face-to-face meetings have resulted in more understanding 
on the part of all involved as to the challenges faced by regulators and licensees alike.   Most 
licensees take advantage of the opportunity to talk with agency personnel and ask questions 
they have been unable to resolve over the phone. 
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 Another opportunity DTS presents is the ability to directly poll the licensee body on 
issues that affect the industry.  Such information is useful to the division in considering policies 
and rules.

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RED FLAG PROGRAM 
 
 The Red Flag program is a specialized program that is presented to the local tax assessor-
collectors of the state.  The program is designed to teach the front-line agent to quickly recognize a title 
anomaly that would signal a possible odometer rollback.  MVD investigators who are trained in odometer 
fraud have been training the staff of tax collectors for over nine years now.   In FY 2010 four different Red 
Flag seminars were presented to 191 attendees from TAC offices and law enforcement in Howard, 
Denton, Tarrant, Dallas, Kaufman, Johnson, and Hood County.   
 
LAW ENFORCEMENT TRAINING 
 
 Because Dealer law is not covered in the police academies, MVD also travels to various law 
enforcement venues to train officers.  This last year 347 law enforcement officers across the state in 17 
different sessions received training on E-tags, dealer laws, curbstoning and general information on DMV 
operations.  
 
 Red Flag and DTS and many of the law enforcement trainings that are hosted by Enforcement 
are accredited for TCLEOSE credit for any officer that attends the sessions.
